The winters in Delhi are very cold, but the spring season during February is one of the best seasons to visit Delhi. The bloom season of February and March makes Delhi vibrant with flowers of all colours and greenery. The temperature varies from 24 degree Centigrade maximum to 10 degrees Centigrade minimum in February.

 Hindi is the official language but English is widely used throughout India.

11. Banks & Currency

The unit of currency is Indian Rupees which comes in denominations of 1, 2, 5, 10, 20, 50, 100, 500 and 1,000. Please use authorised money changers and banks to change currency. They will issue a certificate of exchange which is required at the time of re-conversion of any unused currency. The currency may be exchanged at the airport on arrival. Foreign Exchange Rate is approximately Rs.60 to US$ 1 (as in November 2013). 

Most hotels, shops & other establishments accept credit cards. Master & VISA cards are accepted at almost all such establishments whereas some of them accept Diners & American Express cards as well.

Indira Gandhi International Airport is located in the city which takes about 30 - 40 minutes by Taxi to the Hotels.
